DN! Survey Analysis
Patrik Angstrom Poore did the analysis of the DN! survey. Here is his analysis of it:

There are five tabs in the spreadsheet. The ones you want to look at are the breakdown
ones. The most interesting, i think, is the preference breakdown. To get this, I had to
change first choice, second choice, etc into number rankings, 5= first, 4 = second, etc. 0
means no preference was marked for that person in that time slot.

So, on the preference breakdown, where the numbers are higher, the aggregate preference
is higher. Read across to look at the member breakdown, and read down to look at the
listening habit breakdown.

Green means that time slot scored the highest in that category, and yellow means the
lowest.

I won't keep you in suspense: if you listen a lot already, or if you are already a member,
then you prefer 11-12 slot. No surprise there. overall, the 11-12 slot got the highest
preference rank (953)

But if you are not a member, you prefer after 5. If you used to be a member, you prefer
after 5. If you don't listen, or you don't listen on kboo, you prefer after 5. and if you
occasionally listen, you prefer after 5.

These seem like pretty significant results.. after 5 is the second ranking, at 832. even
among current members, after 5 is the second choice. For those who already listen a lot,
their second choice is 8-9 am.. maybe 7am is a little too early, who knows - frequent and
occasional listeners do not like 7am. Those who watch on cable really hate the current
slot, and those who have never watched said they never would if it came on at 8am.

The second highest ranking above the three non-listener categories (don't watch, watch
on cable, other) is 7-8 am. The funniest thing about that - that is very clearly the most
unpleasant choice for all the current listeners!

Among those who used to be a member, they hate the current slot. and those who never
were a member, they disprefer 7am.

There's other interesting stuff, like the other choices, but i took out a lot of small stuff to
bring out what seems like the most important results: the choice and member breakdown
count up the number of respondants, how much they listen, and their individual rankings
by time slot.
