understanding that, if we are to solve problems, we 
have to align ourselves with like-minded people.”
	 As a Muslim he is “trying to impress the local 
black community that whether I’m a Muslim and 
someone else is a Christian and someone else is 
something else – that we have common concerns 
and that it’s going to take us all to address those 
concerns.”
	 Shaheed also wants to bring people together and 
heighten awareness. “Global, national, local – I don’t 
see much separation between all of it.”
	 “You look at the oil spill for instance. That’s 
a national issue. But is it really? Now people are 
debating about whether off-shore drilling is worth it 
in nations around the world. So obviously it’s not just 
a local issue, and it’s going to take a village in the 
sense of how we address some of these issues and 
what we want to accomplish.”
	 Why does Shaheed volunteer to host “It Takes 
a Village”? “I do it to make a contribution. My 
religious persuasion says we should contribute to a 
positive reformation of society.”
	 Of all the issues that Shaheed has covered 
during the last year, the one that stands out to him 
is “the relationship between the African 
American community and the police 
department. Nothing disturbs me more than 
this current relationship. We’ve had three or 
four incidents involving loss of life, racial 
profiling, and the excessive use of force. 
The African American community does not 
have the political clout to get this stopped. 
Clearly it’s going to take a village.” 
	 Shaheed wonders why there is not more of 
a public outcry about the loss of life. Maybe it’s 
“because a lot of people just don’t hear it. They 
don’t have that village concept.”
	 But It Takes a Village is not only politics. Guests 
include Darlene Solomon-Rogers, a poet and 
activist raised in NE Portland, “a talented young 
local woman who presented beautiful poetry.” 
According to Shaheed “it is important to our 
young people and to other people who are 
not African American to hear what we are 
about from the inside. Dealing with the 
social and artistic sides of our community 
is part of the village idea too.”
	 In the future Shaheed would like to interview the 
mayor or the chief of police – civic leaders, people 
in power, “because it’s about accountability for all of 
us, not just them, but me too and African American 
people and all people. We all have to be accountable 
for the state of the world, the state of the village.”
“In the traditional African village, some people did 
the planting, some did the harvesting, some were 
warriors who protected the villages, some delivered 
the babies, some raised the children - that’s the 
village. Along with the power structure, the king, 
and the griot, or storyteller, all of it, it took all of it to 
make the village work.”
	 Shaheed Haamid came to KBOO in March of 
1980 and has been active since then, except for 
a six-year hiatus starting in the late ‘80s, when he 
returned to his native New York. He has participated 
in all aspects of the station, serving on advisory 
committees and on the Board of Directors. As 
President of the Board he helped KBOO establish 
its endowment. Over the years he has hosted 
numerous public affairs and music shows. He 
currently hosts the Blues and More Show on the 
second and fourth Saturdays of the month at 2 p.m.. 
	 In his professional life Shaheed Haamid works for 
the Marion County Health Department as a Mental 
Health Substance Abuse Counselor. He has worked 
in that field for 18 years. 
	 It Takes a Village airs at 11 a.m. on the 
first Friday of the month. If you miss it or 
can’t listen at that time, you can listen to archived 
shows on the KBOO website.

Community Grooves

Natalie Butto has been volunteering at 
KBOO for about a year and a half. Her 
first role at the station was producing the 

KBOO Community Calendar once a week, when 
KBOO asked for new show ideas, Natalie proposed 
Community Grooves, which has now been airing for 
over a year at 11:30 a.m. on the first Friday of 
the month, following It Takes a Village.
	 Community Grooves features the diverse 
dimensions of culture in our community. Natalie 
says, “I take a broad sense of culture. I think that 
there are shows on KBOO or other stations that 
deal with specific aspects of culture or the arts, 
like theatre, music or books. Or they focus on the 
culture of different ethnic heritages or lifestyles. 
Community Grooves is a combination of all of this, 
and it’s eclectic in that sense.” 

	 Emphasizing 
a different theme 
each month, Natalie 
has featured Native 
American Heritage 
month, Hispanic 
Heritage month, 
Juneteenth, Kwanzaa, 
and Chinese New 
Year, to name a few 
topics. She wants 
to raise awareness 
about a culture, to 
celebrate it, give 
a little background 
and describe related 
events happening 
during the month. 
She also likes to 

publicize resources for specific communities and for 
people who are interested in learning more.
	 Highlighting the positive is important to Natalie. 
“I think a lot of media tends to look at what’s going 
on that’s wrong or a problem. And certainly within 
these communities there are challenging issues to 
face. We might talk about the challenges, but at the 
same time we will point out the available resources. 
Or we talk about what they’re doing that’s positive, 
that brings people together.”
	 A goal for Natalie is cultivating community. “One 
of the things I love is that usually there are at least 
two guests, sometimes even three, introducing 
folks who, a lot of times, don’t know each other. 
And then they’ll continue that conversation. I think 
that’s really helpful. A lot of it is about bridging those 
communities or different cultures with each other.”
	 Natalie chose to create Community Grooves 
because she has a passion for culture. “Part of it 

is growing up in a multicultural household, being 
first-generation American, my parents coming from 
2 different countries in two different parts of the 
world, (Central America and Sicily), and really being a 
mixture of many different cultures myself. 
	 She grew up in the Miami area, which is very 
diverse, and then spent time in other diverse cities 
like Washington, D.C. and New York. She says she 
has always loved exploring culture in 
its many forms, including how people 
live, the food, customs and different 
holidays, and family structures. 
	 Natalie writes a blog, which is now 
on Facebook. She posts information 
about events between episodes of 
Community Grooves at Facebook.
com/mcnatalieb. She calls herself 
“MC” in the traditional sense of a DJ 
or master of ceremonies, but she’s 
modified the term to identify herself as 

“a messenger of community and culture.” 
	 Natalie started volunteering at KBOO before 
she moved to Portland from Eugene. She started 
a show called Community Grooves at KWVA, the 
college radio station in Eugene. The show aired 
weekly and mixed music with talk. At that time 
Natalie identified herself as DJ NABU. “NABU” is 
pronounced NAH-boo and is based on her name. 

She was driving back to Eugene 
after visiting Portland and heard 
KBOO. She laughs, “I said to 
myself. Oh, “DJ NABU” has to be 
on KBOO!” 
	 Natalie actually traces her 
interest in radio back to her 
childhood. ”When I was a kid, 8 
years old or so, my brother and I 
used to pretend that we had a radio 
show using a tape recorder and 
sometimes a CB Radio. She actually 

may be one of the youngest people to create a “public 
service announcement.” “I don’t know if I called it 
that then, but I remember it was about education, 
and I gave this message to parents about how kids 
learn differently and we shouldn’t call them stupid and 
should be sensitive to differences.”
	 Looking back Natalie says that “public service 
announcement” was an early indication of her lifelong 
interest in marginalized communities and desire to 
give people a voice or be an advocate. She jokes 
that she appreciates “that KBOO’s given me this 
opportunity of fulfilling this childhood dream!”
	 At KBOO, Natalie has learned that people are 
interested in learning about other people’s lives, their 
stories. “I like to ask questions about who the person 
is and what inspires them to do their work.”
	 Natalie says she would like to get more feedback 
from listeners about Community Grooves, especially 
about what people are interested in hearing. She also 
wants a chance to get deeper into some subjects.

	 Natalie also contributes to the monthly program 
Behind the Screen, and she  sometimes hosts Spirit 
Grooves on Sunday mornings from 6 - 8 a.m. She 
often helps with KBOO remote broadcasts like MLK 
Day and the Waterfront Blues Festival. 
	 Natalie Butto is a freelance facilitator, educator, 
and producer, with experience as a higher ed 
administrator, and attorney with a global practice. 
She has served on regional and national nonprofit 
boards, and volunteers with associations such as 
Living Yoga and Culture Jam.
	 Committed to holistic development, Natalie 
facilitates workshops, classes, and retreats; 
and produces public service and educational 
programming through diverse media – audio, video, 
and online.
